
It’s been my heart for a while now that we would operate in a greater degree of 
power and authority in our ministry times, and that’s what we’re going to be looking 
at for the next 15-20 minutes.
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God’s desire to bringhealing to His people is throughout scripture.  The new 
testament makes it clear that this is not just for ‘Israel’.  All nations and people groups 
are on God’s heart.
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Even Jesus, fully God and fully man, needed to withdraw to pray.  We need to do the 
same if we are to follow Him as our model for prayer ministry, and to operate in the 
power and authority that He did.  Is this the biggest challenge of all to us as a ministry 
team right now?

The disciples desired the prayer life that Jesus had, because with it came power and 
authority.  Lord, teach us to pray.
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Jesus was temptedby Satan to deny His relationship with His Father, and to question 
what He had said -did the Father really say…

This happened at the start and end of Jesus earthly ministry.  If Satan tempted Christ
in this way, we need to beware of the evil one’s guile in this area too.  We need to 
believe the Word, and the Father’s relationship with us –we are children of God, and 
dearly loved by Him.  We operate from this place of relationship.
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With any amount of gifting, it’s still all about Jesus.  If we forgetthis, healing will 
either not come, or will become twisted and not glorify the kingdom.

All power and authority has been given to Jesus, and he has clothed us with power 
from on high by the Holy Spirit.  Have faithin His authority and power in us.
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Jesus said we would do even greater things than he did.  Our experience often calls 
us to question this, but we need to take Jesus at his word, even if that’s hard to 
believe.  We need to hold a tension between this statement and the reality of people 
who have been prayed for but not healed in our midst.  There may be many reasons 
for a lack of healing.  But God still heals, and we must be expectant that he will do so 
in answer to our prayers.

Remember, there may be:
Immediate healing
Delayed Healing
Partial healing
No healing

We must ask the Father that those coming to us would have faith too –even Jesus 
occasionally could not heal if the people around him were filled with unbelief.
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It’s not about a model.  Jesus had many models.

We need to speak with the authority we have been given, but not to give direction –
you must not do X, you must do Y etc.

Binding and loosing –be real.  The bible tells us that we should do this, but that 
doesn’t mean being insensitive to the person we are ministering to.  Don’t use jargon, 
and even if God gives you direct revelationof sin in someone’s life, challenge with 
sensitivity.  Give the person being ministered to the chance to reveal more to you, so 
that you have their permission to get deeper into the issue that the Holy Spirit has 
revealed.

Speak positively, rather than focussing on the negative e.g. where you sense 
bondage, proclaim freedom.

The Word tells us that signs accompany the proclamation of the kingdom.Most of 
Jesus healing ministry took place outside ‘church’.  Let’s be looking out for the signs 
of the Father at work in the world around us, and where He is asking us to bring the 
signs of the kingdom to those around us –at work, on the train, in the streets!
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
